Dear Parents/Carers,

Happy New Year! I hope you have had a happy and safe Christmas holiday and I am looking forward to seeing all the children later this week. 

I have reviewed our Covid procedures in line with current Government guidance to enable a safe return to school. 

The priority is to keep school open in a way that protects our community and reduces the transmission of Covid. The Government are telling us that vaccines are our best weapon against the virus as they reduce the likelihood of infection and help break chains of transmission.

We will continue with the measures we put in place before Christmas, which include face coverings for adults in all communal areas. Classrooms are well ventilated and CO2 monitors are tracking this. No segregation of classes is necessary at this stage and collective worship (with classes spaced out) and shared outdoor breaktimes will continue unless there is an outbreak of cases in school. Visitors will be essential visitors only and will wear a face covering. Parents are advised to wear a face covering at drop off and pick up. Hand washing and cleaning will continue as before.

If your child tests positive and has to isolate after a PCR test, on day 6 and day 7 of the self-isolation period 2 LFD tests can be taken (24 hours apart). Those who receive two negative test results and do not have a high temperature can end their self-isolation and return to school. Alternatively, the full 10 full days of self-isolation should be completed. This also applies to children under 5.

Further information is available in the stay at home: guidance for households with possible or confirmed COVID-19 infection.

As before, close contacts of a person with confirmed positive for Covid, should take an LFD test every day for seven days and continue to attend their setting as normal, unless they develop symptoms at any time. 

Thank you in advance for your support in implementing these measures. I hope and pray we can all work together to make this a successful term for all of our children.
